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Che Silvert is a Policy staff member at the Hawaiʻi State Council on Developmental Disabilities, where they have worked for the past seven years. In this role, they focus on advancing policies, laws, and systems that improve outcomes for individuals with intellectual and developmental disabilities across Hawaiʻi.

They also serve as the facilitator of the Guardianship and Conservatorship Working Group, established by Representative Tarnas. This collaborative group includes representatives from the Family and Probate Courts, as well as state agencies and community members. The Working Group focuses on identifying challenges within the courts and developing strategies to improve how guardianship and conservatorship systems function for Hawaiʻi’s residents.
